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EVIDENCE FOR THE BREEDING OF THE WOOD STORK IN ALABAMA, 1968

Julian L. Dusi and Rosemary T. Dusi

In our heron studies we have made much use of aerial reconnaissance
to locate nesting colonies, estimate population density and study migra­
tions and dispersals.

For the past several years we have seen a few Little Blue Herons,
Florida caerulea, and Cattle Egrets, Bubulcus ibis, in the area west of
Tuskegee, Macon County. This year in a study of the ecologic impacts of
wading birds on the aquatic environment, supported by the Alabama Water
Resources Institute, we decided to search the area west of Tuskegee for
colonies. On June 20, we spotted a large swamp several miles southwest
of Hardaway, Macon County (Fig. 1).

Circling over the swamp was a large group of Black Vultures, Cora­
~ atratus; about 50 Cattle Egrets were feeding with some cattle at the
eastern edge of the swamp; and at least a dozen white birds perched in a
large cypress snag beside several Black Vultures. Rosemary suggested
that these were none of the usual wading birds with which we are well
acquainted because they did not flush when we approached but would par­
tially spread their wings. After several passes we determined that they
were Wood Storks, Mycteria americana. This seemed odd because the Wood
Storks we have seen in the past were not present until late summer.
Therefore we determined to look for them from the ground and investigate
the possibilities that they had nested in the swamp.

On June 28, before we could return to the Hardaway swamp, we flew
our usual population transect from Auburn to Demopolis. Just north of
Benton, Montgomery County, we found a swamp containing at least 40 Wood
Storks. No nests could be seen in the trees.

It was not until July 23, that we were able to reach the Hardaway
swamp, on the gound and with a boat and suitable cameras. The swamp was
about two feet lower than usual and thus was full of exposed logs and the
passage through it was extremely difficult. It was necessary for me to
wade and pull the boat and its contents over the logs to the location of
the roosting snag. When we got to the snag, there was no doubt that
nests were present. We counted four in adjacent trees and several Wood
Storks stood by individual nests suggesting ownership (Fig. 2). We
photographed both birds and nests in color and black and white.

None of the sourcebooks of Wood Stork distribution (Bent, 1926;
Palmer, 1962; Imhof, 1962; or the A.O.ll. Checklist, 1957) contain any
indication that Wood Storks breed in Alabama but that they disperse
through the area. Our data indicate that the birds were present in
Alabama in these two places in the 1968 breeding season, that nests were
present in the Hardaway swamp but no eggs or very young nestlings were
seen or photographed. Whether older immatures were present remains to
be determined from the color transparencies. Therefore, lacking a speci­
men for absolute proof of breeding, we have alternate evidence to indi­
cate that they nested in Alabama in 1968.

APRIL 19-21, 1968

The fifteenth annual spring meeting of the Alabama Ornithological
Society was held at Dauphin Island, Alabama, on April 19-21, 1968.

Meeting of the Executive Council

The Executive Council met at 10:15 A. M. on Saturday, April 20, at
LeMoyne Restaurant. The following members were present: Helen H.
Kittinger, Vice-President and President-Elect; Louise N. McKinstry,
Treasurer; Elberta G. Reid, Secretary; Robert R. Reid, Jr., Immediate
Past President; Julian L. Dusi, Editor of Alabama Birdlife, Librarian,
and Director; Rosemary T. Dusi, P. Fairly Chandler, Robert W. Skinner,
William J. Calvert, Jr., M. Wilson Gaillard, and Thomas A. I~hof,

Directors.
Minutes of the previous meeting of the Executive Council were read

and approved.
The Treasurer's report for 4/21/67 - 4/20/68 was submitted and

approved, and a copy is attached to these minutes. Income for the period
totaled $726.50, expenditures were $481.09, and balance in the checking
account as of 4/20/68 was $808.09.

Dr. Dusi and Mr. Chandler, members of the Auditing Committee, re­
ported that the books were in excellent order and in agreement with the
Treasurer's report.

On a motion, duly made and seconded, the council voted to print a
membership list in Alabama Birdlife every other year.

Dr. Dusi reported on the status of the library and of Alabama
Birdlife. He was authorized by the council to increase the printing of
Birdlife from 300 to 350 copies and to check on the price of reprinting
those back issues which we no longer have available for distribution.
Mr. Skinner will investigate the price of reprinting such issues by the
Department of Conservation.

Dr. Gaillard reported on activities in the Gulf Coast area. The
Secretary was instructed to write Mr. Ben Buerger a letter ot ~hanks for
free use of the community building for our Friday night meeting.

The council discussed the possibility of inviting the Inland Bird
Banding Association and the Wilson Society to hold meetings on Dauphin
Island with the AOS acting as hosts. It was agreed that summer months
would be inappropriate due to the overflow of tourists and the scarcity of
b~rds. Mr. Imhof offered to contact the Wilson Society, and Mr. Reid
w~ll pursue his contact with IBBA with the thought that Birmingham
would probably be a more suitable site for their type of meeting.

Mr: Skinner's report on the coastal plains area included a record
of nesting Pied-billed Grebes.

Dr. Calvert reported on the piedmont area and stated that the
Jacksonville Bird Club had not held a meeting in over a year.

Mr. Reid submitted a set of slide collection rules which was the
resul: of further study by the committee since the previous meeting. The
counc~l adopted those rules pertaining to the permanent set of slides and
referred those rules pertaining to the duplicate educational set back to
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the committee for additional study. The rules will be published after
they have been adopted in final form. A flyer soliciting slides from
members for the collection will be enclosed in the next issue of
Alabama Birdlife.

President James C. Robinson submitted a written report of activities.
The council agreed that it would be advisable to set up a Conservation
Committee as suggested by Mr. Robinson, to be appointed by the incoming
President.

Sites and dates for next year's meetings were discussed. The spring
meeting on Dauphin Island will be held April 12-13. The sites for fall
and winter meetings were tentatively set for Decatur and Marion.

The Nominating Committee, consisting of Mrs. Dusi, Dr. Calvert, and
Miss Blanche Chapman, presented the following slate: Vice-President and
President-Elect, Mrs. Will G. Caffey of Mobile; Treasurer, Mrs. T. E.
Hanks, Jr., of Mobile. The slate was unanimously accepted.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

A business meeting of the membership was held on the grounds of the
Holiday House Apartments at 1:30 P. M. on Saturday, April 20. Vice­
